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Cal 20 Sailboat Program
The Vallejo Yacht Club has restored three Cal 20 

sailboats that are now ready to be sailed after much 
hard work by some dedicated volunteers and top-down 
support by club management. We are now forming a 
club of people who would like to sail the Cal 20s and 
will also volunteer to help maintain and repair the boats. 
    This is not a “learn to sail” program, but rather it’s an 
opportunity for qualified members 
to enjoy small boat sailing with 
their guests and fellow members. 
 In exchange, we expect club 
members to volunteer to help 
maintain, clean, and repair the 
boats.   
    We will require at least one 
experienced sailor on board with  
a maximum occupancy of four 
people. We encourage newbies to 
go through basic sailing qualifi -
cations such as ASA (American 
Sailing Association) to be able to 
skipper the boats themselves 
eventually.   
    If you’ve never sailed before, 
complete the following short class 
to become familiar with some 
basics, and take the quiz at the end.  
If you don’t pass, do it again, pay 
more attention, and retake it until 
you do pass.  It’s not rocket science.  
You can do it if you want it. That’s 
how it works.  It won’t qualify you as a skipper, but at 
least you’ll be better prepared for your first sail. 
    This is a link to the course:  https://asa.com/free-
online-sailing-course/ 
    Space is limited, and boat use will be strictly on a 
reservation basis, with no walk-ins. We will require 
sailors to sign liability waiver forms before taking out 
the boats.  As always,  members are responsible for their 
guests. 
    Initially, the boats will be available two Saturdays per 
month, with two sessions each Saturday: 10 AM-Noon 
and 1 PM-3 PM.  You need to be there half an hour 
early to sign in, help with the boats, and organize the 

crews.  Check-in will be at the manager’s office in the 
main clubhouse.  You’ll need to sign a waiver form, get 
your wristband, and proceed to North C Dock, where 
the Cal 20s are located.  Plan to stay half an hour later 
to prepare the boat for the next skipper and crew.  As we 
grow the club and attract enough volunteers, we can 
expand the days and hours, but that takes some 

dedicated volunteers.   
VYC reserves the right to 

cancel sailing events due to 
weather, tide, or other conditions 
that pose undue risk to small 
boats.   

The club will operate until the 
end of September. The boats will 
be restricted to the Mare Island 
Strait and are equipped with a 
main, a jib, an outboard engine, 
and all of the required Coast 
Guard equipment. You can bring 
your own Coast Guard-approved 
PFD, or we can provide one for 
you.  If you have a working 
handheld VHF radio, you can use 
it. Otherwise, VYC will provide 
one for you to use during your 
sail.   

We need volunteers to help 
with the boats, keep them clean, 
help with repairs, and assist on 
Sailing Saturdays to get people out 

on the water. Without volunteer assistance, we may not 
be able to sustain this program.

MOVIE REVIEW

Welcome to a new movie review series from our Staff Commodore, Matt Hendricksen. We hope you enjoy it! 

    Untold: The Race of the Century is a documentary about the classic underdog tale of the 1983 America's Cup, 
where the Australian team defeated the defending champion New York Yacht Club. The film is well-made and 
engaging throughout its 83-minute runtime, and it provides a fascinating look at one of the most iconic moments 
in sailing history. 
    The film tells the story of a scrappy group of Australians led by skipper John Bertrand, who challenged the New 
York Yacht Club that held the trophy for 132 years. He and his crew achieved a historic victory with their 
innovative winged keel design. The film features interviews with members of both the Australian and American 
crews and archival footage and photos that capture the drama, excitement, and controversy of the events leading up 
to the event, the race itself, and the aftermath. Untold also explores the personal and professional motivations of the 
sailors, the role of media and politics in the event, and the legacy of the Australia II yacht and its crew. 
    Even knowing the outcome, I found myself on the edge of my seat while watching the dramatic events of the 
race. The film depicts how the Australia II and the Liberty, the American yacht, battled each other in a best-of-seven 
series that went down to the wire. The film captures each race's tension, emotion, and excitement and culminates 
with the final and decisive race, which was one of the most thrilling and memorable moments in sports history. 
    Untold: The Race of the Century is worth watching for sailing enthusiasts and sports fans alike. It showcases the 
passion, dedication, and innovation that make sailing such a fascinating sport. The film is part of the Netflix 
original documentary series Untold, featuring unique and lesser-known sports history stories. The film is directed 
by Chapman Way and Maclain Way, who previously directed Wild Wild Country and The Battered Bastards of 
Baseball.  I give this one three out of four buoys.  Give it a watch!
